A New Parade Route for Kaposia Days

For over 50 years, Kaposia Days has come together to celebrate the last full weekend of June. The weekend celebration brings the community of South St. Paul together to celebrate the start to summer. Kaposia Days starts with a Grand Parade Friday night. Community members, organizations, sports teams, and local businesses all walk in the parade, bringing over 10,000 people together. 

This year the Kaposia Days Grande Parade will be Friday, June 26 and will be rerouted as South St. Paul will be in Phase 2 of Marie Avenue Reconstruction. Because of this construction, parts of the Kaposia Days Grande Parade will be changed.  

Marie Avenue Reconstruction (9th to 15th Avenues) and the South Street Reconstruction (5th to 7th Avenues S), which both involve utility replacements and those parts of the street, where the parade goes down will be closed. Additionally, the Lead Service Line Replacement, will be replacing lead pipes around the town. As our town grows and changes, our events adapt to ensure they remain safe, enjoyable, and accessible for all.

The members of Kaposia Days and the City of South St. Paul needed to make this change for South St. Paul members and our guests who celebrate. 

The new parade route will start in its original spot on 3rd Street North and will turn East down 3rd Street North, will turn right at the stop sign then will go South down 4th Street between Ettinger Field and SSPHS Practice Field. Turn South at the SSPHS parking lot down 6th Avenue North, will turn Left on Marie at Central Square’s stop sign and will continue down 5th Avenue South until the end of the parade route at 8th Avenue South. The “Quiet Zone” will be back between 7th Street South and 8th Street South. The Kaposia Days committee has multiple food trucks on the route for community members to get dinner while they wait for the Grande Parade to march by. 

The Kaposia Days Committee and the City of South St. Paul have worked hard to find the safest route. The change is only for this year. The Kaposia Days committee understands how difficult this change will be. By supporting this change, you can help make Kaposia Days Parade 2026 better than ever.
